One of this year’s participants was amongst others well-
known South African pilot Mary de Klerk, who won this 
years South African Presidents Air Race. But also well-know 
Namibian Pilots flying professionally or as a hobby were part 

of the competitions and gave spectators a good air show. 

The 2010 Fly-IN “Fly to live” winners are: Pilot Thys van 
der Merwe & Co-Pilot Mary de Klerk flying a Cessna 182. In 
seconds place: Pilot Schalk 
Strauss, flying his Micro-
light Hawk and in third 
place: Pilot Werner Drayer 
flying a Microlight Tecnam. 
The Airmanship Award 
went to Walvis Bay resident 
Pilot Nadia Braune, who showed best discipline for general 
flying and radio procedures throughout the weekend, fol-
lowed in second place by Pilot Thys van der Merwe. 

Once again, Kuecki and his team organized this Fly-In week-
end to perfection. On behalf of all participants, a big thank 
you to Kuecki and team.
