The team event will be held on the Saturday afternoon of the FEI AFRICA CUP, Swazi-Lizkhar 
Stud, Swaziland.   
 
The team event that has become an annual competition has been won two years running now 
Zimbabwe who will no doubt attend to defend their trophy.  The express aim of this event is to 
bring together the Nations of Africa and to enable these nations to compete at the same level.

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Swazi-Lizkhar Stud have confirmed as follows: 
We are currently raising sponsorship to help cover some of the team’s expenses.  Once you have 
confirmed your attendance we will allocate funds to you.  We are especially interested in knowing 
your costs involved in: 
 

1. Trucking 
2. Horse hire 
3. Horse insurance of hired horse 

 
Further to this we confirm that we have arranged horses with Johan Lotter for Kenya, Mauritius 
and Senegal at this point.  Johan will provide horses for these countries,, mount their riders, train 
and truck them to Swaziland for the team event. 
 
Although we do have sponsorship for the above, it is dependant on our fund raising campaign, 
and as such we will need to confirm with each country the value that we will be able to assist with. 
 
In addition to this we are also able to confirm: 
 

1. The FEI AFRICA CUP is a recognized event by the FEI. 
2. All events will be run under FEI ruling and grading points will be awarded as per normal 

SANEF procedure in graded classes. 
3. Accommodation has been reserved at Mantenga Cultural Village approximately 2km from 

the Stud) to accommodate the teams of the various countries that are participating.  
Swazi-Lizkhar Stud has undertaken to provide free accommodation for team riders of 
each country, for the duration of the show (Thursday through to Sunday night inclusive).   

4. Entry fees for team members only will be free for all events held on the Saturday. 
5. The level of horse and rider should be that of an E / D or C Grade combination.  The 

team event will be built at 1.05m in the first round. 
6. Breakfast and lunch will be provided by Swazi-Lizkhar Stud for all team riders. 
7. Show Schedules will be forwarded by the end of this week. 
8. The actual team event will be on Saturday afternoon.   
9. Prize giving will be held at the Saturday night gala evening.   
10. The gala evening will be held in a marquee at the stud and we can confirm that the well-

loved and very popular DJ, Dieter Uken will be playing! 
11. Team riders will receive complimentary tickets to the gala evening 
12. This year we have organized an inspirational, motivational guest speaker!
